 Biography  

Sherlock Holmes is a fictional character created by British author 

and physician Sir Arthur Conan Doyle. A London-based "consulting detective" 

whose abilities border on the fantastic, Holmes is known for his logical reasoning, 

his ability to adopt almost any disguise, and his use of forensic science to solve 

difficult cases. 

The character first appeared in print in 1887, and was featured in four novels 

and 56 short stories by Conan Doyle. The events in the stories take place from 

about 1880 to 1914. 

Most stories are narrated by Holmes's friend, Dr. John H. Watson. 

 

 

 Extract (Sherlock Holmes is making a description of his worst enemy) 

 “He is an extraordinary intelligent man. At the age of 21, he became (1) a 

professor of mathematics. Then he disappeared from university life. Soon after, I 

began to realize that crime in London was changing (2). Someone was telling 

criminals what to do. They were obeying the orders of a mastermind: Professor 

Moriarty! He was best at mathematics. Now, he has chosen murder. He has killed 

(3) and is continuing to kill. In fact, he kills, waits (4) a week, kills again and waits 

three weeks before the next murder. He is a man who is following (5) a plan. He 

works (6) in the early hours of the morning. He has tried (7) to kill me three times. 

Moriarty is a terrible enemy, my dear Watson”.
