Today, Saint Patrick’s Day is widely

recognized and celebrated throughout the world with rish festivals, parades, displaying of the color green

and Irish traditions and stories.

A leprechaun is an Trish fairy who looks like a small, old man about 2 feet* tall. He is often dressed like a
shoemaker with a crooked hat and a leather apron. The legend says leprechauns are distant and
unfriendly. They live alone and spend time making shoes. They also have a hidden pot of gold but they

don’t want to share it!
